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A few things that you will want to know about being a Tiger High School player:
Once you accept a spot, you will need to go to Balls-n-Strikes in Ballwin within 7 days to register. At the time you register, you will be required to put down a deposit of $600 and set up a payment plan. We have a plan in place, outlined in the program packet. 
During registration, we have you choose your number, complete paperwork and get fitted for your uniform. Both the players and parents need to attend registration together. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]We communicate primarily through email. All players should have their own email for us to use. We include parents on all of our email but expect the majority of replies to come directly from players. The player email is the one that is posted on our printed rosters that we give to college recruiters. 
We have fall ball programs in place and will have all of the details for you at registration. Fall ball is optional for Tigers, but we do require that if you play fall, it is with the Tigers program. 
Off-season training starts at the end of October and goes through February. There are 4 different Tiers that players can choose depending on their positions and schedule. The weekly commitment ranges from 2-5 sessions per week.
Tigers training is scheduled by each family, the teams do not train together during this time. Coaches may call team practice during the winter training season, but those are separate from the training Tiers. 
The Tigers shut down our high school program during the MSHAA baseball season. This always starts with tryouts on the last Monday in February and ends at the conclusion of each teams’ final game for the season. During this time, players are not allowed to take part in Tiger activities. The end date for each team varies with their post-season schedule. Some Tigers do have to miss mini-camp and possibly the first tournament due to state playoff baseball. 
Players are allowed to take private lessons during their school season, they just cannot practice as a team. 
The commitment during the season starts with mini-camp the week after Memorial Day. Teams will play in 8 tournaments that happen for 8 straight weekends starting the weekend after Memorial Day. Some of those tournaments will be out of town. Travel dates are set months in advance and families are notified as soon as they are set. Players are expected to be at all tournaments both in and out of town. Games start as early as 8:00 am any day of the tournament including weekdays. We do request later starts for out of town tournaments, but those requests are not always honored. 
Travel expenses are not included with the Tiger fees. Families are responsible for getting their player to out of town games the same as in town. 
Families are required to stay at the team hotels. These hotels are mostly determined by the tournament companies. A member of the Tiger staff handles all of the hotel bookings and will communicate with families often regarding the hotel reservation process. 
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
