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Rawlings Tigers Youth Coaches Agreement
[bookmark: _GoBack]Coaches who agree to be a head coach in the Rawlings Tigers youth organization agree to be responsible for the following: 
1. Determine the roster for your team. The Tigers will host annual tryouts in July to help coaches find players and will direct interested players to teams that have openings. It is the responsibility of each head coach to fill their roster. The Tigers will not require teams to take any specific players on their roster. 
2. Coaches are asked to commit to their players for a minimum of one year and players will be asked to make the same commitment to their coach. The timeframe of a year is considered to be from the time the offer to play is made until the end of the following spring season. 
3. Coaches are expected to have their players register online and pay Tigers fees for the year by the deadline set by the club. Insurance certificates will not be distributed until all players are registered. Uniforms will not be given to unregistered players. 
4. Coaches have the responsibility of choosing uniforms for their team. The club provides a menu of choices. All uniforms must be official Rawlings Tigers uniforms. 
5. Coaches need to make sure that all players are fitted for their uniforms by the deadline. Any players fitted after the deadline may not have uniforms for the start of the season. Many coaches order extra jerseys if they have not completely filled their roster. The cost for these extras needs to be covered by the team. 
6. Coaches are responsible for their team budget. This can be handled by the head coach or a team manager. The Rawlings Tigers is not a tax-exempt organization. 
7. Coaches will run their own practices during the cage time included with the player fees. These times are separate from the club training times. 
8. Coaches are responsible for finding outdoor practice facilities for their teams. The rental for these spaces needs to be a part of the team budget. 
9. Coaches are responsible for setting their schedule. Teams are welcome to play in any leagues or tournaments that they would like. The Tigers do request that teams play at the highest level that the team can handle.  
10. Coaches are expected to follow the guidelines and philosophies of the Rawlings Tigers club. These can be summed up with the idea that player development comes before everything else. 
11. Coaches need to pass along all communication and opportunities from the club to their players. 
12. Coaches are expected to enforce the uniform and behavior codes with their team at all times. 
13. Coaches are expected to deal with all parent concerns. This includes issues with line-ups, playing times, positions, schedules, etc.  
14. The Tigers request that coaches provide parents with an outline of their individual team expectations in writing at the time players commit to play. 
The Rawlings Tigers commit to providing a program outline in writing to coaches every year. The program will include cage time at Balls-n-Strikes in one of the 3 buildings as well as training programs for players. Other items that are included with the club include, but are not limited to, discounts at Balls-n-Strikes in Ballwin as well as with preferred vendors, tryout day, and access to our resources: Tiger TV Interviews, videos, social media outlets, coach curriculum meetings, and fundraising opportunities.
